The National Association of Black Journalists-Tulsa will present the Urban Journalism Workshop for high school and college students at the University of Tulsa, Oliphant Hall on June 25, 2011.
This year the program is a one-day workshop on Saturday from 9 a.m. – 3:30 p.m. 
This workshop is open to students in Tulsa, Creek, Wagoner and Osage counties.  Students receive hands-on experience working with seasoned professionals who have gained a reputation locally, nationally, and internationally.

The program, in its fourth year in Tulsa, is fashioned after one started by George Curry, Gerald Boyd and other members of the Greater St. Louis Association of Black Journalists. We have also received guidance from the Dallas-Ft. Worth Association of Black Journalists and the Central Arkansas Association of Black Journalists, which has graduated students who have gone on to anchor newscasts, edit newspapers, open public relations firms and produce radio shows.

 Russell LaCour, a veteran copy editor for the Tulsa World, local chapter president and four-year regional director on the NABJ Board of Directors, is the workshop facilitator.

Multi-talented, Mr. LaCour also has over 20 years experience working in radio news, hosting community talk shows and has an extensive background in non-profit public relations.

Mary L. Williams, founder of Color Me True Workshops, is the co-facilitator for the UJW. Ms. Williams, who provides diversity training and life techniques for corporations and community groups in Tulsa, is overseeing the Life Skills portion of the workshop

Over the past 16 years, NABJ-Tulsa has offered community programs such as Meet the Press Day - Media Access Awareness Workshops as well as the NABJ-Tulsa Yvonne Lewis Urban Journalism Scholarship for high school and college students interested in pursuing careers in journalism. The Tulsa chapter formerly known as Tulsa Association of Black Journalists offers an annual awards program, the Oklahoma Salute to Excellence Awards in Journalism.

In addition, NABJ-Tulsa hosted an NABJ regional conference where it was named regional chapter of the year in 2003.
